Depending on the local context and needs, a range of actions 
proposed below could contribute to improving access to oral 
healthcare for refugees.

Coordinate regular dental visits by allocating  
the necessary resources such as transportation, 
babysitting, translation, and service providers  
who are culturally competent.

Train personnel, from refugee camps where relevant, 
to implement person-to-person communication 
techniques, such as motivational interviewing.
